For active couples, the stretch of river just outside is a favourite 
for dog walkers, joggers and rowing enthusiasts alike, and a stroll 
along the bank is 
just as romantic by 
night, when the 
lights are magical, 
as by day, when 
the well-kept 
gardens and maze 
of walkways and 
bridges come to 
life. If it’s raining, 
just stay in bed and 
watch the rowers 
go by.

In short, The Embankment ticks all the boxes as a local romantic 
bolthole: gleaming, fresh interiors; a cosy ambience; enthusiastic, 
friendly staff; great food; and affordable prices, starting at just £79 
per room.
